Transfer to your black cardboard:

1) Rub light coloured chalk or crayon on the back of the printed page, where the design is. 
2) Turn and place on black cardboard, coloured side down.
3) Use a sharp pencil or a pen to trace over the design, thereby imprinting the design onto the 
cardboard.

To complete this activity you will need some coloured oil 
pastels, crayons or chalks and some dark coloured 
cardboard.

• Use the printed page as a guide for your composition. 
(See the printed activity sheet for instructions on how to 
transfer the composition guide to dark coloured 
cardboard.) 

• Apply crayons or chalks in strong, free movements to fill 
in the large areas. Use your fingertips to blend and swirl 
the colours together.
